The best way to learn Latin words is to hear, see, say and write them.  Looking at your vocabulary list, listen to your teacher

three sections below.  Record the day.  It is best to study your words on three separate days.   (Doing this exercise in a rush at 
the last minute and misspelling words is not very helpful.)
